8. Does the project use expensive materials or require difficult fabrication procedures?

9. Are local material sources known to contain inferior or difficult to produce materials?

10. Does the project have complicated or costly traffic control?

11. Does the project have any unusual problems or unique solutions?

12. Is the project’s construction cost anticipated to exceed the program amount?

13. Are there any materials, processes, or methods proposed that would globally benefit future projects?

14. Are the design or construction procedures a result of custom, tradition or opinion and do not appear to be cost effective?

15. Is there sufficient time and budget to perform a Value Engineering Study on the project?

16. Are there external influences that promote a Value Engineering Study or discourage one?
